	Project Purpose
	The project aims to relocate portions of Hermosa-Balintawak, Hermosa-San Jose, and Mexico-Hermosa lines, whose line to ground clearances have become dangerously low due to the rise of ground elevation caused by lahar flow.

	Impact if Project not implemented
